Annual Implementation Report 2021

A citizen's summary of the contents of the Annual
Report has been made public and uploaded as an
annex to the Annual Implementation Report. The
Annual Report 2021 of the Interreg V-A Slovakia-
Austria Cooperation Programme has been prepared
pursuant to Annex X of Commission Implementing
Regulation (EU) 2015/207.  The report is intended to
give an overview of the activities that were undertaken
in the frame of the programming process, focusing on
the year 2021. Regarding its structure, the Interreg V-
A SK-AT Cooperation Programme addresses five
investment priorities (IP) under four priority axes (PA).
In addition, a fifth priority axis,  Technical Assistance,
has been introduced.

Within the project Visio, cross-border activities of two partner
towns Holíč and Hollabrunn were supported. These activities, in
turn, led to improved visibility of both towns on the tourist
maps of the cross-border region Weinviertel – Záhorie.
In case of the town Holíč, a Lookout Tower on the site “Hrebeň”
was built and an old windmill was reconstructed. In Hollabrunn,
a historic building of the old Court Mill was renovated and,
following the central topic of the project – i. e. “forest, nature
and view”, a thematic trail to the Lookout Tower “Koliskowarte”
was built.
The old Court Mill and stone mill came to life with cultural
programmes such as exhibitions on the topic of milling, milling
academy, musical Kellerkatze with pupil exchange, tinkering
symposium, etc.
Additionally, a cat called “Záhoráčka” became a symbol of the
region Záhorie, as the “Kellerkatze” is a symbol of the
Weinviertel region.

The project “PlasticFreeDanube” focuses on macro
plastic waste (> 5 mm) in and along the Danube river
and parts of its riparian area. The overall aim of the
project is to establish a scientifically sound knowledge
base as well as a methodological approach on plastic
waste in and along the river in terms of entrance
points, quantities, transport patterns, and
environmental threats.
During the project 12kg of plastic waste was collected
and recognized mostly as household trash. For general
public, the  information platform on plastic waste has
been set up. These activities contribute to raising
awareness of plastics in marine ecosystem and to the
sustainable protection of the river Danube.

We are preparing new programming
period 2021-2027

In the next programming period 2021-2027, the cross-border cooperation between Slovakia and
Austria shall continue. The interest for further cooperation was officially confirmed by representatives
of both Member States in a Memorandum of Understanding (MoU), which entered into force on 21st
July 2021. In the MoU, the ambition of both Member States to maintain the established level of
cooperation, to strengthen mutual relations, to address common challenges and to exploit the
potential of the cross-border region was demonstrated.  Partners consider cooperation in the border
area to be effective and delivering tangible results that are positively reflected in the lives of the
inhabitants of the region.

Through the Interreg Slovakia-Austria Cooperation Programme, co-financed by the European Regional
Development Fund. Projects in the field of research and innovation, environmental protection, natural
and cultural heritage, sustainable tourism and institutional cooperation shall be supported.

Besides the 1 MC meeting, Programme bodies had 11 Task Force (TF) meetings, out of which 8 were
held in the “Programming group” format (TF members + external experts), as well as more than 10
technical meetings with the relevant stakeholders (including representatives of MA, RB´s, JS, national,
regional authorities, EC and relevant Ministries) related to preparation of the 2021-2027 Programme.

In 2021, two our projects  (i. e. NemoNet and
DREAM SK-AT) attracted the attention of Euronews
television and became part of the Smart Regions
show. For each project, a short film was produced.
During filming of the NemoNet project in
Modra  representatives of the Joint Secretariat in
Bratislava  provided their full support and
coordination.

COMMUNICATION
The MA/JS continuously informed the target groups about the stages of the implementation,
provided useful information, downloadable documents and project news via the programme
website (www.sk-at.eu) and through Facebook  (www.facebook.com/interregskat.eu). In
addition, Keep database (www.keep.eu) with project information has been regularly updated. 
All communication activities were affected by the restrictions of Covid-19 pandemic situation,
therefore the MA/JS prepared online seminars and cosultations via Webex, MS Teams, Zoom,
etc. 16 newsletters were sent out to the subscribed readers in 2021.

In order to support the effective
implementation of projects and of the
Cooperation programme, the MA in
close cooperation with JS organized
“Lead beneficiary and partner seminar”.
Due to the uncertain situation related
to the ongoing COVID-19 pandemic, the
seminars were organized for each
project submitted and approved within
the 8th assessment round in a form of
individual online consultations.

On the occasion of the European Cooperation
Day, a joint event was organized by Interact in
Vienna on 18-19th September 2021. Together
with the Interact and Interreg Central Europe
programme, the Interreg V-A Slovakia-Austria
programme was presented to visitors of the
famous street festival “Südwind”.

The regular “Annual Event of the Programme” did not take place in
2021, due to the ongoing pandemic situation and the travel
restrictions.
